  I was impressed by everythung, but most of all by Madame Tussaurds Museum. Madame Tussauds Museum is an exhibition of hundreds of life-size wax models of famous people of yesterday and today.   And, of course, shopping. Oxford Street is really the main shopping street. It is very long and there are a lot of big and small shops for different tastes.
